CLOUDY BAY FINE WINE SECTION

The founder of the Cape Mentelle winery in Margaret River, Western Australia, established Cloudy Bay in
1985. The wines are named after the cloudy waters of a nearby bay, christened ‘Cloudy Bay’ by Captain Cook.
Cloudy Bay rapidly established itself as the standard by which all New Zealand wines are judged and changed
the world’s perception of the quality of Sauvignon Blanc.

84. Cloudy Bay Pelorus N.V. £27.95
A fantastic sparkling wine made with the same quality standards used in the Cloudy Bay still wine portfolio.
A sparkling wine of such good quality it can easily be mistaken for champagne.

81. Cloudy Bay Chardonnay £35.95

Aromas of poached pear and grapefruit are beautifully complemented by a savoury complexity reminiscent of roasted
cashews and oatmeal. The combination of “hands-off” winemaking and vibrant Marlborough fruit delivers a rich, tex-
tural palate with concentrated citrus and fig flavours, seamlessly integrated oak, and a persistent finish.

80. Cloudy Bay Sauvignon Blanc £34.95

Mouth-watering aromas of passionfruit and lemongrass meld with the spiciness of just-picked tomatoes tossed with
fresh basil. The wide diversity of many small parcels of fruit, ripened under ideal Marlborough conditions, brings layers
of complexity to the Cloudy Bay Sauvignon Blanc.

83. Cloudy Bay Te Koko Wooded Sauvignon Blanc £58.95

Released as a matured wine, the 2004 CLOUDY BAY TE KOKO is a richly textured, alternative style of Sauvignon
Blanc. Luscious aromas of lychee and almond intermingle with green gooseberry and a trace of wood smoke ... the
weighty palate offers a delicious medley of tangy citrus, créme caramel and nougat flavours, and a long, lingering
finish. (This wine is on strict allocation — Please enquire as to availability.)

47. Cloudy Bay Pinot Noir £44.55
The subtle oak and silky tannins complement the complex palate of cherry, berry, rose and spice.
