


56. Bonne Mares 1995 Domaine Claudine Deschamps FRANCE £76.95
This Grand Cru of Chambole Musigny has a rich, complex palate with a fabulous femininity of style.

57. Chateau Talbot 2000 FRANCE £83
Beautiful aromas of raspberries, Indian spices, crushed flowers and berries. Full-bodied, with a solid core of ripe fruit 
and silky tannins. Long and delicious. A very fine and pretty wine.

58. Cheval Des Andes FRANCE £84.50
A New World Grand Cru: Refined subtlety and balance, complex and elegant with impressive fresh small berry fruit.

59. Esk Valley “The Terraces” -2004 NZ £117.50
Malbec, Merlot, Cabernet Franc. A truly handcrafted wine. All efforts have been made to make a wine that is a true 
expression of its site. It is deeply coloured and full of primary black fruits. When young, French oak notes complement 
the fruit, but with time complexity and vineyard nuances will predominate. Sealed with a screwcap to guarantee the 
quality of each bottle and offer even greater cellaring potential.

60. Rubicon Estate cask Cabernet Sauvignon 2002 CHILE £125
The 2002 Rubicon Estate Cask Cabernet Sauvignon is violet in colour with  an arresting perfume of wild raspberries, 
red cherries, and cola. A velvety texture with modest tannin frames long, luscious flavours of cherry, cassis, cocoa and 
French vanilla.

61. Chateau Palmer 2003 FRANCE £170
Unmodern style for this Margaux with pretty aromas of ripe berries, vanilla and spices. The palate is smooth and the 
finish is long and deep.

62. Penfolds Grange 95 AUS £POA
Grange is acknowledged around the world to be Australia’s greatest wine. It spends up to 24 months in new American 
oak hogsheads before it is bottled and then approximately another three years in bottle before release. The resulting 
wine has incredible dimension and power. Richly textured with intensely concentrated sweet fruit, it continues to im-
prove in bottle, developing complex, savoury, smoke and plum-like flavours. (As this wine is on strict allocation, please 
enquire as to available vintage.)

63. Opus One 1998 - 20th Vintage CALAFORNIA £POA
Already showed by El Nino’s winter flooding, the growing season of 1998 extended into late October, promoting a very 
long ripening period for Opus Ones’s grapes. Supple and lush, the 1998 Opus One shows an opaque purple colour 
and intense aromas of blackberries, vanilla and roasted espresso. The wine offers superb balance, a resilient middle 
body and a seamless texture.
