
ROSE WINE

87. Willowglen Cabernet Rose AUSTRALIA £16.95
A fresh pink berry fruit Australian with sweet cherry flavours, balanced by subtle acidity.

88. Ancora Pinot Grigio Rosé ITALY £20.50
A dry, fresh fruity rosé with delicate aromas of red berries. Crisp and lively on the palate with good intensity of ripe 
berry and red cherry fruit. 

89. Chateau Bauvais - Cote De Provence FRANCE £25.00
Whiffs of summer fruit on the nose, vibrant and refreshing. Lovely easy drinking for lay summer days.

90. Pascal Jolivet Sancerre Rose FRANCE £31.95
A rare and distinctive rosé made exclusively from Pinot noir gives a delicate strawberry and soft fruit aroma with
a long clean, bone dry finish.

91. Domaine Ott FRANCE £45.95
Considered to be ‘the world’s best’ rose, this beautiful French wine is complimented by a beautifully presented bottle. 
A fermentation process without the addition of any chemicals insures a full balanced wine with an exceptional
subtle finish

WHITE DESSERT WINE

92. Chateau de Cérons, Cérons, Jean Perromat 1996 FRANCE £27.95 (75ml £4.50)
Barsac in all but name. Barrel-fermented and aged. Lemony gold, honey-and-flowers on the nose and a richness and 
freshness to keep it going.

93. Chateau Haut-Roquefort, Cadillac, Jean-Luc Pion FRANCE £34.95 (75ml £6.50)
This wine is decadently rich and intense, with characters of zesty orange marmalade, honey, syrup and moth watering 
citrus oil. It remains subtle, balanced and fragrant.

RED DESSERT WINE

94. Maury Mas Amiel Vintage FRANCE £27.95 (75ml £4.50)
This rich, dark and fruity red has a high residual sugar and soft ripe tannins that balance perfectly with chocolate and 
red fruit desserts. The bigger the chocolate hit, the better the match!

95. Banyuls “Cuvée Parcé Frères” Domaine de la Rectorie FRANCE £30.95 (75ml £6.50)
Terrific fortified Grenache from this top property. Ripe, intensely concentrated and deliciously sweet with balance and 
poise. Great with blue cheeses.

SPARKLING WINE

84. Cloudy Bay Pelorus N.V. NZ £27.95
A fantastic sparkling wine made with the same quality standards used in the Cloudy Bay still wine portfolio.
A sparkling wine of such good quality it can easily be mistaken for champagne.
